The ninth issue of the scientific journal
“Insight: the psychological dimensions of society”
(Ne 9/2023) was offered to the attention
of the scientific community.

The Scopus Content Selection and Advisory
Board (CSAB) reviewed our application
and approved it for inclusion. This significant
event took place on January 9, 2023. After that,
within a month, as it was announced, the scientific
journal Insight: the psychological dimensions
of society” was added to the sent register
of Scopus publications approved in January
of the current year. Since 2023, articles published
in our edition have been indexed in the Scopus
scientometric database. Certainly, the Terms
of publication of articles were revised, all points
of the Form for reviewing manuscripts were
operationalized, particular attention was paid to
the creation of a base of reviewers with fluency in
English, the team of reviewers was strengthened
by leading Ukrainian and foreign scientists,
appropriate technical correction of both versions
of the manuscript was provided. The scientific
journal continues its work in nine sections:
1) General psychology; personality psychology;
2) Pedagogical and developmental psychology;
3) Social psychology; psychology of social work;
4) History of psychology; 5) Organisational
psychology; 6) Legal psychology; 7) Economic
psychology; 8) Medical psychology; 9) Special
psychology. Such alist of sections encourages us to
constantly work on updating the base of reviewers
and led to the creation of a register of external
reviewers. An Ethics Committee has been
established, the purpose of which is to implement
and monitor compliance with the recognized
Code of Conduct, ethical practice and publishing
standards of the Code of Conduct, approved by
the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE). In

In the ninth issue, empirical and experimental
scientific works of thirty authors were published.
The research community is represented by
Ukrainian and foreign researchers. Among
the authors there well-known scientists, doctors
and candidates of sciences, PhDs, doctoral
students, graduates of the first and third levels
of the educational program “Psychology”;
researchers from military institutions of higher
education and research institutions; practicing
psychologists, psychotherapists, heads
of administrative divisions of higher education
institutions. The current issue of the scientific
journal is presented in four sections: “General
psychology; personality psychology”, “Social
psychology; psychology of social work”, “Medical
psychology”, “Special psychology”. The current
issue of the scientific journal is presented in
five sections: “General psychology, personality
psychology”, “Pedagogical and developmental
psychology”, “Organisational psychology, “Legal
psychology” and “Medical psychology”.

The section “General psychology; personality
psychology” is represented by five articles.
The work of Zinoviia Karpenko and Arsen
Klympush sheds light on dispositional predictors
of the psychological well-being of future
psychologists under martial law. The researchers
proved that the most important predictors
of the psychological well-being of future
psychologists in the conditions of martial law
are extroversion and openness to experience
(the general factor “plasticity”), which lead to
the structural restructuring of the adaptive
resources of the individual under the influence
of chronic stress. Antonina Melnychuk, Taisiia
Komarand Tetiana Onyshchuk offered an empirical
study of socio-economic specialists’ burnout by

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means of positive psychotherapy. The authors
found out that an imbalance in the distribution
of vital energy can be the cause of the development
of burnout syndrome and proved that the means
of positive psychotherapy are effective for studying
the causes and dynamics of the development
of this phenomenon. Valerii Olefir and Valerii
Bosniuk adapted the scale of psychological
capital (PsyCap-12C). The proposed metric is
an economical means of measuring psychological
capital and its components in students of higher
education, has generally recognized psychometric
characteristics and is aimed at solving both
theoretical and practical tasks. Viktor Plokhikh
empirically determined the basis and features
of the connection between coping behavior
and the students’ experiences of the flow
of time. He found out and substantiated that
students’ emotionally oriented coping behavior
is directly correlated with problematic features
of the personality and with experiences
of fragmentation, disintegration of the flow
of time. The publication of Larysa Zhuravlova,
Alla Lytvynchuk, Iryna Grechukha, and Inna
Bedny highlights subclinical personal correlates
of psychological safety. The researchers built
an empirical structural-phenomenological

psycholinguistic model of human danger
and clarified the differences between surface
(conscious) and deep (subconscious)

phenomenological characteristics of subjective
associative images of personal danger.

The section “Pedagogical and developmental
psychology” is represented by three papers.
Valentyna Kalenchuk, Oleksandr Fedchuk
and Vitalii Mykhaylyuk investigated
the relationship between corporate culture
and psychological safety in the training
and educational space of young female athletes. It
has been found that the optimal type of corporate
culture for young athletes is an open type
of corporate culture that allows demonstrating
initiative and activity, preserving personal
dignity, provides the need for a psychologically
safe training and educational space, promotes
the full formation and development of a young
person, and creates conditions for the maximum
revealing of individuality. Natalia Pavlyk
and Oksana Radzimovska proposed a research

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of the psychological health of a teacher of the New
Ukrainian School as the basis for psychological
readiness for creative professional activity. It
has been found that the leading function in
the development of psychological readiness for
pedagogical creativity is played by flexibility
of thinking, creative self-realization, emotional
and volitional qualities and positive emotional
state of the teacher. Natalila Shevchenko,
Olena Volobuyeva, Maria Ivanchuk studied
the psychological and pedagogical conditions for
the formation of the personal and professional
identity of vocational students. The researchers
confirmed the assumption that the formation
of vocational students’ personal and professional
identity can be determined by the following
psychological and pedagogical conditions:
emotional and positive perception of belonging
to the professional community, positive self-
perception as a subject of professional activity,
a high level of responsibility, the availability
of a reflective space, and the development
of motivation for professional fulfilment.

One article is presented in the “Organizational
Psychology” section. Fomych Mykola checked
the effectiveness of modern technologies in
the work of a psychologist with firefighters-
rescuers. The researcher empirically found out
and theoretically substantiated thattheresearched
technologies can be used in the practical work
of psychologists in the office of psychological relief
room of firefighters-rescuers for the purpose
of recovering and optimizing functional states,
and forming psychological readiness for the tasks
of professional activities of the extinguishing fires
and liquidating the consequences of emergencies
of man-made, natural and military nature.

The section “Legal psychology” is also
represented by one research. Oleh Zarichanskyi,
Valerii Sokurenko, Olena Yevdokimova proposed
a study of the professional responsibility
and conscientiousness of civil servants at different
stages of professional growth. The study
highlighted the need to examine the specified
characteristics and adopt special programs for
the development of professional responsibility
and conscientiousness.

The section “Medical psychology” presented
two publications.

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Oleksandra Nizdran, Pavlo Blozva presented
the results of an empirical study of low-intensity
cognitive behavioral therapy for social anxiety
disorder in individuals experiencing grief. The
researchers found out that satisfying social needs
and providing corrective experiences in a safe
social space for grieving can promote psychological
well-being and serve as protective factors against
exacerbations of mental health problems.

In the final research of the section
and issue, Svitlana Kuzikova, Valerii Zlyvkov,
and Svitlana Lukomska presented an empirical
study of psychological substantive features
of residents’ traumatic experience in
the de-occupied territories of Ukraine. This study
shows that PTSD symptoms more common for
respondents over fifty years of age, who have
deficit of internal and external resources.
