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Abstract

The aim is a theoretical-empirical research of
the expression of emotional intelligence among
Ukrainian and Kazakh students in terms of
cross-cultural components and gender differenti-
ation. Methods. The Ukrainian sample consisted
of 68 students in their second and third years at
Yuriy Fedkovych Chernivtsi National University
(Chernivtsi, Ukraine). The Kazakh sample also
comprised 68 students studying from the first to
fourth years at two universities: Al-Farabi Kazakh
National University (Almaty, Kazakhstan) and
Abai Kazakh National Pedagogical University (Al-
maty, Kazakhstan). The following methodologies
were used: the “Emotional Intelligence Test” (Hall,
2007) and the “Methodology for Diagnosing Per-
sonal Motivation for Achieving Success and Avoid-
ing Failure” (Elers, 2002). Results. Attention was
drawn to the context of the socio-cultural space,
particularly the social transformations covering
Ukrainian and Kazakhstan society. No significant
differences were found between the Ukrainian
and Kazakhstan samples regarding cross-cultural
characteristics. It was argued that the functional-
ity of emotional intelligence may significantly de-
crease under the influence of stress factors, while
the level of emotional intelligence will maintain
relative constancy. Gender differences indicated
significant superiorities for female subsamples:
for the Ukrainian sample in the parameter of “em-
pathy” and the Kazakh sample in the parameter of
“emotional awareness”. These superiorities were
explained as reflections of socio-cultural charac-
teristics. It was noted that martial law actualizes
sympathy and empathy as a desire to help among
Ukrainian female students. At the same time, sus-
tainable development allows Kazakhstan female
students to focus on the discrete functions and
properties of their feelings and emotions. Discus-
sion and Conclusions. It was explained that the
psychological correlations of “emotion manage-
ment” and “self-motivation” with the dimensions
of motivation confirm that the interpersonal com-
ponents of emotional intelligence are reflected in
the control of one’s emotions and feelings, which
helps students act effectively - either achieving
success or avoiding failure. The results obtained
are advisable to implement in the educational
process of universities.

Introduction

Emotional intelligence, which rapidly develops
during adolescence, enables individuals of this
age to establish social contacts successfully, adapt
to new circumstances, communicate with various
population categories, and be mobile and socially
active. In any civilized country, student youth is
considered the most active, mobile, and dynamic
part of the population. Unlike those in the
teenage years, individuals in adolescence better
understand the feelings and emotions of others
and noticeably and permanently progress in
understanding their own feelings and emotions.
Constructive communication with peers allows
individuals to understand their feelings and
manage their emotional states better. In the
context of ongoing social transformations, the
issue of clarifying the expression of emotional
intelligence components among students from
two countries - Ukraine and Kazakhstan -
becomes relevant. Both countries have their own
authentic culture and trajectory of development,
do not share common borders, and are not in
conflict. While Ukraine was under martial law
and engaged in military operations at the time
of our study, Kazakhstan experienced peaceful
life aimed at the sustainable development of the
state. The students from the compared samples
were in different conditions of educational space
organization, characterized as a post-COVID
period. However, in both groups, we observe
an excessive enthusiasm for digital educational
platforms, mobile learning applications, artificial
intelligence, and other educational technologies.
In the outlined realities, the problem of the
expression of emotional intelligence took on a
particular articulation and required empirical
research with theoretical justification.

Dynamic social processes and the continuous
implementation of innovative technologies in
the educational sphere stimulate university
subjects to develop their adaptive potential and
readiness to work in altered conditions of social
reality (Kremen, 2014; 2023). This requires
representatives of the educational process to
cultivate reflection and empathy, be well-oriented

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in the flow of current life, communicate and
collaborate constructively, and understand and
manage their psycho-emotional states. A series
of studies by I. Popovych et al. (2023) empirically
established and justified that the ability to manage
one’s emotional states provides a competitive
advantage for the individuals studied over their
opponents in the educational sphere (Popovych
et al, 2020; Popovych & Blynova, 2019), in
competitive activities (Popovych et al,, 2021), and
in other areas of human activity. The development
of emotional intelligence allows elite athletes
to possess a competitive advantage (Cheban et
al, 2020a; 2020b). The pioneers of the study
of the phenomenon of “emotional intelligence”
(EQ) (Goleman, 1995; Salovey & Mayer, 1990)
emphasize its two-factor psychological nature.
Emotional intelligence is interpreted as a group
of mental competencies that enable a person to
carry out their professional activities effectively
and to interact and communicate effectively
with other participants. This can be successfully
realized through the sufficiently developed two
components of emotional intelligence - personal
andinterpersonal.Theoperationofthe “internality-
externality” mechanism, accompanied by the
assimilation and implementation of personal and
social norms, contributes to the development of
emotional intelligence and outlines the direction
of its functioning either towards oneself or away
from oneself. The study by M. Mosallanezhad et
al. (2023) investigated the relationship between
ethical sensitivity and emotional intelligence
among nurses and medical students involved in
nursing, surgical operations, and anesthesiology. A
high level of ethical sensitivity among respondents
and a medium level of emotional intelligence
were recorded. Regression analysis established
a link between sensitivity and the components
of emotional intelligence and gender. Gender
differentiation demonstrated that female students
have a higher level of ethical sensitivity than
male students, who exhibit higher parameters
of emotional intelligence components. Chinese
researchers J. Xu and M.-C. Choi (2023) aimed to
determine whether emotional intelligence can
enhance the positive psychological capital and life
satisfaction of students in Chinese universities.

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educational process, focus on the psychological
issues of respondents. They conclude that
modern  university = management  should
emphasize creating mechanisms to enhance
student satisfaction with university life, reduce
emotional anxiety, and increase self-confidence.
[t was proved that positive psychological capital
plays a mediating role between participation in
cultural and artistic events in student life and
life satisfaction. Excessive impulsivity and high
sensitivity to rewards result from insufficient
development of emotional intelligence, which is
associated with significant health risks (Megias-
Robles et al.,, 2023). The researchers concluded
that higher levels of emotional intelligence
contribute to objectively assessing risk scenarios
and making safer decisions. Another study by
Y. Shengyao et al. (2024) found that emotional
intelligence affects academic achievement and
psychological well-being among university
students. The positive characteristics that students
acquire during their education, psychological
well-being, and academic achievements are
directly correlated with emotional intelligence.
The sample of graduate students exhibited lower
indicators of this correlation. A low level of stress
and the development of emotional intelligence
components have a positive impact on the
outcomes of mastering the English language as
a foreign language (Zhang, 2023). A number of
empirical studies demonstrate a direct correlation
between the components of emotional intelligence
and psychological well-being (Du et al., 2024;
Molina Moreno et al., 2024). Migration flows of
university graduates in search of professional
self-realization (Blynova et al., 2022) highlight the
adaptive potential of the candidates. The emphasis
is placed not so much on professional special
competencies comprising “hard skills”, but rather
on competencies demonstrating the development
of “soft skills”. The ability to communicate,
interact in unfamiliar environments, and swiftly
find solutions to complex social situations can
profoundly alter these respondents’ future.

The theoretical-empirical study of emotional
intelligence among Ukrainian and Kazakhstan
students is a comparative and confirmatory
research  strategy aimed at establishing
differences regarding cross-cultural components;
gender differentiation within specific sampling

as well as identifying significant differences in
emotional intelligence based on the expression
of its components: emotional awareness, emotion
management, self-motivation, empathy, and
recognition of others’ emotions. The social
transformations that have swept Ukrainian
and Kazakhstan society are distinct and may
significantly impact the constructs under study.

Research hypotheses: 1) the comparison
of the components of emotional intelligence
between the Ukrainian and Kazakhstan sampling
populations show significant differences; 2)
the comparison of the expression of emotional
intelligence based on gender differentiationamong
Ukrainian and Kazakhstan students demonstrate
significant differences; 3) the parameters of
emotional intelligence of the combined sample
have significant correlations with the parameters
of motivation for achieving success and
motivation for avoiding failure; 4) the comparison
of the expression of emotional intelligence have
statistically significant differences based on the
formation of motivation for achieving success and
motivation for avoiding failure.

The aim is a theoretical-empirical research
into the expression of emotional intelligence
among Ukrainian and Kazakhstan students in
terms of cross-cultural components and gender
differentiation.

Methods

Methodology. 1t is based on the two-factor
structure of emotional intelligence, which reflects
the development of mental competencies ori-
ented toward internal and external dimensions
(Goleman, 1995; Mayer & Geher, 1996). The dual
nature of university students’ motivational inten-
tions is represented by motivation for achieving
success and motivation for avoiding failure (Elers,
2002), which relevantly reflect the behavior, or-
ganization, and resilience of the subjects studied.
Emphasis is placed on the foundational premises
of emotional intelligence development presented
in recent studies (Akdeniz & Yayci, 2023; Mak-
as & Kog, 2025; Tang & He, 2023; Vega & Herre-
ra-Enriquez, 2022) and the patterns of creating
a modern educational space (Malca-Peralta et al.,
2024; Vargas-Hernandez & Kariyev, 2023; Var-
gas-Hernandez et al.,, 2023).

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Participants. A total of 136 respondents par-
ticipated in the research studying at universities
at the first educational and qualification level -
bachelor’s degree. The Ukrainian sample consist-
ed of second and third-year students, with a total
of n = 68 individuals (50.00%), studying at Yuriy
Fedkovych Chernivtsi National University (Cher-
nivtsi, Ukraine). The Kazakhstan sample involved
first through fourth-year students, totaling n = 68
individuals (50.00%), who studied at Al-Farabi
Kazakh National University (Almaty, Kazakhstan)
and Abai Kazakh National Pedagogical University
(Almaty, Kazakhstan). Regarding gender distri-

Organization of Research. The organizers of
the empirical research aimed to ensure an identi-
cal technology for collecting empirical material for
both the Ukrainian and Kazakhstan samples.

Respondents confirmed
their voluntary participation in the study and
were provided in advance with information about
the purpose, confidentiality, and the time allocat-
ed for completing the survey.

“EIT” (Hall, 2007) relevantly reflected the nature
of the two-factor structure of emotional intel-
ligence through a series of scales for both intra-
psychic and interpersonal dimensions. The scales
for the intrapsychic dimension include emotional
awareness (EA), emotion management (EM), and
self-motivation (SM). This dimension reflects the
self-reflective intentions and the respondent’s
ability to comprehend their life experience. The
scales for the interpersonal dimension include
empathy (E) and emotion recognition (ER). The
interpersonal dimension reflects the tendency
for compassion, empathy, and understanding the
emotions of those with whom a person interacts.
The test consists of thirty statements and a bi-
polar six-point response scale ranging from “-3”
- strongly disagree, to “+3” - strongly agree. The
measurement range for each scale is from -15.00
to +15.00 points. The homogeneity of the empir-
ical data was recorded with a Cronbach’s coeffi-
cient at a medium level of (a = .836).

The design of the
comparative study did not allow us to distinguish
dependent and independent variables.

Statistical Analysis. At the initial stage, the
empirical data was processed using MS Excel.
Subsequently, the statistical software package
SPSS (version 26.00.01) was utilized. The statisti-
cal analysis involved the application of the follow-
ing standard parameters: Cronbach’s homogene-
ity coefficient (a); the Kolmogorov-Smirnov test
statistic (A) for assessing the normal distribution;
Spearman’s correlation coefficient (r); Student’s
t-test (t); and the Mann-Whitney U-test.

Results

Since the study had a comparative character,
several statistical comparisons were made at the
stage of determining the mean values of the vari-
ables.

The comparison was carried out by dividing the
sample into two groups: Group 3 - males (n = 23;
46.67%) and Group 4 - females (n = 45; 53.33%).
The range of expression of the variables is also
presented through the minimum and maximum
values. To determine significant differences,
the Mann-Whitney statistical criterion (U) was
applied. Using the Mann-Whitney statistical
criterion (U), differences were established for all
parameters of emotional intelligence according
to the “Emotional Intelligence Test” (Hall,
2007) and for the motivation dimensions of the
“Methodology for Diagnosing Personal Motivation
for Achieving Success and Avoiding Failure” (Elers,
2002). The Ukrainian sample was combined into
Group 1 (n = 68; 50.00%), while the Kazakhstan
sample was represented by Group 2 (n = 68;
50.00%). The comparison of the expression of
variables between the Ukrainian and Kazakhstan
samples demonstrated the absence of significant
differences. The obtained mean values show a
sufficiently similar expression. Minor differences
were noted at the level of trends. Overall, higher
than average levels of expression of emotional
intelligence parameters and motivation for
achieving success were obtained. Motivation for
avoiding failure is characterized by values that
are lower than the average, which are present in
related studies.

The superiority of the female subsample

(Group 4) over the male subsample (Group 3)
in the Ukrainian sample was established for the
variable “empathy” (U = 288.50; p =.017). We also
note distinct ranges of minimum and maximum
values for empathy. Although differences in the
range of values are also present in the variables
“emotional awareness”, “emotion management”,
“self-motivation”, “emotion recognition”, and
“motivation for achieving success”, no significant
differences were recorded for these variables. The
most significant superiority of the male sample is
limited to a trend for the parameter “motivation
for achieving success” (U = 315.00; p =.074). The
most pronounced trend for the female subsample
(Group 4) is “emotion recognition” (U=329.00;p=

To confirm or refute the hypothesis that the
parameters of emotional intelligence of the
combined sample will have significant correlations
with the parameters of motivation for achieving
success and motivation for avoiding failure, the
psychological correlations were examined. Using
the Kolmogorov-Smirnov A-test, it was determined
that the empirical data do not adhere to the normal
distribution law. The psychological correlations
were identified using Spearman’s correlation
coefficient (rs).

Four direct correlations between emotional

Both scales of
emotional intelligence reflect the respondent’s
ability to comprehend their life experience. These
scales are interpersonal.

Thefinalstatistical operation ofthe comparative
study was to determine significant superiorities
in the expression of emotional intelligence based
on the formation of motivation for achieving
success and motivation for avoiding failure. The
distribution into groups of the overall sample (n
= 136) was carried out using the median with the
Mann-Whitney coefficient (U). All respondents
were divided into Group 7 - high expression of
parameters (n = 54; 39.71%) and, accordingly,
Group 8 - low expression of parameters (n =
82; 60.29%). The results of the comparison are
presented in Tabl. 5.

Two significant superiorities of Group 7,
with high expression of emotional intelligence
parameters, were noted regarding motivation for
achieving success. A significant superiority was
recorded for the following emotional intelligence
variables: “EM” (U = 661.00, p <.001) and “SM”
(U = 895.50; p = .003). The obtained significant
differences allowed for the conclusion that the
fourth hypothesis is partially confirmed, as
significant differences were recorded only for
motivation for achieving success. No significant

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differences were observed for motivation for
avoiding failure.

Discussion

The proposed issue of the cross-cultural
theoretical and empirical study of the expression
of emotional intelligence among Ukrainian and
Kazakhstan students is reflected in numerous
researchers’ attempts to elucidate significant
differences in the behavior of individuals and
their groups in the context of socio-cultural spaces
(Aleksi¢ & Politis, 2023; Gémez-Polo et al., 2024).
The originality of our research lies in the fact that
no related research that takes into account the
socio-cultural space of Kazakhstan and Ukraine
has been found.

The organizers of the study randomly created
sample populations of Ukrainian and Kazakhstan
students who, at the time of the study, were mainly
enrolled in full-time education in traditional
classroom classes. All students were in their home
countries and attended full-time classes. Although
this period is conditionally characterized in the
scientific literature as post-COVID (Gonzalez
Rico et al, 2024), common to both samples,
there were also significant differences. Unlike
the stable development of Kazakhstan, Ukraine is
facing a stress factor that should be regarded as
a condition limiting the study. At the time of the
empirical assessment, martial law was in effect.
Such specificity of the studied context introduced
significantadjustments. This specifically prompted
the examination of the first hypothesis, which was
thatthe componentsofemotionalintelligenceinthe
Ukrainian and Kazakhstan sampling populations
would have significant differences. The absence
of significant differences (see Tabl. 1) further
supports the fact that emotional intelligence
possesses a high assimilation capacity, which can
protect an individual from misunderstandings in
everyday situations and stabilize their psycho-
emotional state in challenging circumstances
of daily life. At the same time, we would like
to draw attention to the study organized by
C. Gonzalez Rico et al. (2024) aimed at examining
the consequences of the pandemic caused by the
SARS-CoV-2 coronavirus. This study compared
data from students of Spanish universities before,
during, and two years after the progression of

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the pandemic. The results demonstrated that
emotional intelligence is a variable that impacts
the psychological well-being of respondents. The
conclusions of the comparative study of emotional
intelligence indicated an increase in the factor of
emotional awareness but a decrease in clarity and
regulation. Thus, the functionality of emotional
intelligence during the influence of stress factors
may significantly decrease, while the level will
maintain relative constancy. The results obtained
by C. Gonzalez Rico et al. (2024) are an important
argument that complements our findings and
partially explains the absence of differences
between the studied samples.

The second hypothesis regarding the presence
of significant differences in the expression
of emotional intelligence based on gender
differentiation among Ukrainian and Kazakhstan
students was one of the important aspects, as it
could provide clarity to the subject of the study
and significantly influence recommendations for
organizing the educational process. Significant
superiorities were noted in female subsamples: the
Ukrainian subsample (Group 4) for the parameter
“empathy” (U = 288.50; p = .017) (see Tabl. 2)
and the Kazakhstan subsample (Group 6) for the
parameter “emotional awareness” (U = 311.00;
p = .032) (see Tabl. 3), which may reflect socio-
cultural characteristics. The explanation lies in the
fact that the martial law activates compassion and
empathy in Ukrainian female students as a desire
to help, in contrast to Kazakhstan female students,
where, evidently, stable development allows for
a focus on the discrete functions and properties
of their feelings and emotions. The study of
emotional intelligence and clinical empathy
among medical students (Edosomwan & Nwanzu,
2024) demonstrated that the development of
empathy is crucial in complex medical assistance
situations. It is evident that stress factors
caused by air alerts and military actions activate
empathetic abilities in Ukrainian female students.
However, it was found that Internet addiction
as a stress factor can have the opposite effect
(Chen et al,, 2024). Another study examined the
transition of high school adolescents to college
learning. Researchers M. Zhao et al. (2024) proved
that family functioning, emotional intelligence,
and social support negatively correlate with

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symptoms of depression, while loneliness has
a direct correlation. The implementation of
support prevents respondents in the Ukrainian
sample from distancing and isolating themselves,
excluding the risk of loneliness. A common
tendency in the male samples (see Tabl. 2 and 3)
is found only in the parameter “motivation for
achieving success”. We do not rule out that this
motive may be activated in complex competitive
situations, but no significant differences were
obtained in our context. The second hypothesis is
confirmed.

The third hypothesis logically stemmed
from the study design and aimed to establish
significant correlations between the parameters
of emotional intelligence and motivation for
achieving success and motivation for avoiding
failure. Four direct correlations were recorded:
“emotion management” with motivation for
achieving success (MAS) (r_ =.228; p =.007) and
motivation for avoiding failure (MAF) (r, =.223; p
=.006); and “self-motivation” with motivation for
achieving success (MAS) (r_ =.344; p <.001) and
motivation for avoiding failure (MAF) (r =.326; p <
.001) (see Tabl. 4), providing grounds to conclude
that the third hypothesis is confirmed. Since the
parameters of “emotion management” and “self-
motivation” are interpersonal components of
emotional intelligence, the ability to manage one’s
emotions and regulate and express one’s feelings
helps the individual act effectively, achieving
success or avoiding failure. At the same time,
the comparison of the expression of emotional
intelligence  shows  statistically significant
differences only in the parameter of “motivation
for achieving success” No differences were
recorded for the parameter of “motivation for
avoiding failure”. This allowed us to conclude that
the fourth hypothesis is partially confirmed.

The obtained results contain important
scientific facts that are clarified and proved.
However, it should be noted that they still
require further verification. The current state
of affairs provides grounds to recommend
that the organizers of the educational process
in universities and all those interested in
comparative studies of human behavior and social
groups in the context of socio-cultural space take
the obtained results into account.

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Conclusions

[t was substantiated that the theoretical
and empirical study of emotional intelligence
among Ukrainian and Kazakhstan students is
a comparative confirmatory research strategy
aimed at finding differences regarding cross-
cultural components; gender differentiation
within specific sampling populations and
between sampling populations; and identifying
significant differences in emotional intelligence
based on the expression of its components:
emotional awareness, emotion management, self-
motivation, empathy, and recognition of others’
emotions. Attention was focused on the context
of the socio-cultural space, particularly the social
transformations that have swept Ukrainian
and Kazakhstan society. No differences were
found between the Ukrainian and Kazakhstan
samples regarding cross-cultural characteristics.
It was argued that the functionality of emotional
intelligence may significantly decrease under
the influence of stress factors, while the level
will maintain relative constancy. Significant
superiorities were noted for female subsamples:
the UKkrainian subsample for the parameter
of “empathy” and the Kazakh subsample for
the parameter of “emotional awareness”. It is
explained that such superiorities reflect socio-
cultural characteristics. It was noted that the
martial law activates compassion and empathy
as a desire to help among Ukrainian female
students; the stable development in Kazakhstan
allows Kazakhstan female students to focus on the
discrete functions and properties of their feelings
and emotions. The psychological correlations of
“emotion management” and “self-motivation”
with the dimensions of motivation confirm that
the interpersonal components of emotional
intelligence are reflected in the control of their
emotions and feelings, which helps students act
effectively, achieving success or avoiding failure.
The obtained results should be implemented in
the educational process of universities.
