The journal permits the
use of generative Al tools to improve the quality
of manuscripts, particularly to check grammar,
style, and clarity of presentation. Authors are
required to adhere to the principles of academic
integrity and scientific ethics; the use of Al does
not exempt authors from responsibility for the
accuracy, completeness, and originality of the
work; corresponding authors are informed in a
timely manner that the “Acknowledgements” and/
or “Methodology” sections of the manuscript must
clearly indicate which Al tools were used and
for what purpose.

The journal strictly adheres to the positions of
COPE, WAME, and EASE regarding the use of Al
in scientific publications. According to COPE and
WAME recommendations, Al tools do not meet
the criteria for authorship because they cannot be
responsible for the work, have no legal personality,
cannot sign a conflict of interest statement, or
transfer copyright. WAME and EASE emphasize
that human authors are fully responsible for
the accuracy, reliability, originality, and absence
of plagiarism in the work, including any parts
created by Al. All three organizations emphasize
the importance of transparent disclosure of Al
use. Authors must clearly indicate how and for
what purpose Al tools were used, as reflected
in the “Declaration on the Use of Al Tools in the
Manuscript,” which the corresponding author
submits along with all manuscript materials.

The scientific journal “Insight: Psychological
Dimensions of Society” continues to support the
policy of an open and democratic society with the
conviction that knowledge is universal. The work
of the scientific publication team fosters open
international discussion of the most pressing
scientific issues of today in the journal pages.
We invite representatives from all continents to
participate in scientific discussions.

The fourteenth issue comprises eight
documents: seven scientific papers and an
editor’s preface.

There
has been an increase in the number of studies
directly or indirectly related to the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs) adopted by the UN in
2015. The SDGs are a universal action plan that
combines 17 Global Goals and 169 targets aimed
at reducing poverty, protecting the planet, and
ensuring peace and prosperity for all people by
2030. The issue features studies by 18 authors
from Germany, Indonesia, Kazakhstan, Nepal,
Serbia, Turkey, and Ukraine. The publications in
issue No. 14/2025 are divided into four sections:
“General Psychology; Personality Psychology”,
“Educational and Developmental Psychology,’
“Legal Psychology,” and “Medical Psychology”.

One work is presented in the section “General
Psychology; Personality Psychology”. Researchers
[hor Halian and Andrii Halian proposed a study
of the existential dimensions of the individual’s
subjective social well-being. It was found that
the most sensitive dependent variable, expressed
through the “Index of Subjective Social Well-
Being,” is the predictor “Self-Transcendence.”
It was noted that “Freedom” as an indicator of
existentialism is also a significant predictor of
subjective social well-being. It was also found that
“Self-Distancing” is the least represented in the
structure of subjective social well-being.

Two works are presented in the section
“Pedagogical and Developmental Psychology”.
In a narrative study, Rosnelli Rosnelli and
Amirul Makminin examined the impact of
digital leadership on the learning motivation of
engineering students. The authors analyzed the
responses of engineering students and identified
four main themes that unite digital simulation
as a means of career preparation and active and
collaborative participation in learning. It was
proven that engagement in digital leadership
contributes to improving digital skills, synergy
with the industrial world as a platform for
developing professional competencies, and
encourages learning that promotes creativity and
innovation in solving the workplace challenges.
Young athletes’ psychological well-being as a
prerequisite for further career development
was studied by Aigerim Zhunussova, Zhanat
Aubakirova, and Usha Subba. The study confirmed

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that the structure of the personal psychological
well-being of students engaged in various sports
has specific content features.

One study is presented in the section “Legal
Psychology”. Researchers Yana Ponomarenko,
Oleg Zarichanskyi, Martin Kalamkovik, and
Natalia Zarichanska proposed a comparative
study of emotional burnout among police officers
in wartime conditions. It was found that the level
of emotional burnout among police officers partly
depends on their length of service, gender, and the
specificsoftheir unit. Women demonstrated higher
levels of emotional stress, anxiety, depression, and
psychosomatic symptoms, while men were more
self-critical and dissatisfied with themselves. It
was found that gender differentiation and the
specifics of the unit had a more pronounced
effect on the level of burnout than professional
experience.

The section “Medical Psychology” presents the
final three works of the issue. The study by Oleh
Orlov, Viacheslav Zaika, and Oleh Fitkalo examines
the use of ketamine-assisted psychotherapy to
overcome resistant depression with comorbid
post-traumatic stress disorder in veterans. It
was found that the data obtained demonstrated
the high effectiveness of introducing KAT into
programs as an innovative approach to treating
resistant mental disorders. It was proven that an
adapted model combining pharmacological and
psychotherapeutic components shows significant
potential for integration into the Ukrainian
mental health system. Post-traumatic recovery
using the Korpan salt mask was presented
by Kateryna Bondar, Oleksandra Kohut, and
Volodymyr Palant. Four main areas of recovery
were identified: physiological stabilization and
improved sleep, reduced hyperactivity, improved
emotional regulation and social interaction, and
reduced trauma and avoidance behavior. It was
found that the synergy of sensory modulation,
activation of the parasympathetic nervous system,
and psychotherapy contributed to an accelerated
reduction in psychophysiological tension, easier
involvement in the therapeutic process, and
increased emotional stability. The section “Medical
Psychology” and the current issue conclude with
a cross-sectional study of the impact of perceived

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empathic self-efficacy on the social self-efficacy of
future medical professionals, proposed by Aysel
Arslan and Ifakat Atak. It was found that perceived
empathic self-efficacy is directly related to social
self-efficacy. According to the authors, further
research should expand the understanding of the
relationship between empathy and social self-
efficacy by involving various professional groups
and additional variables, such as emotional
blindness or emotional intelligence.

The editorial board continues to publish
authors’ research in two full versions, English and
Ukrainian, to integrate Ukrainian psychological
science into the global scientific space. In future
issues, we will continue to focus on publishing high-
quality research proposed within the framework
of international cooperation between researchers
and aimed at implementing the SDGs adopted
by the UN. The strategy of the scientific journal
“Insight: Psychological Dimensions of Society”
remains to ensure the high quality of published
works, support high-quality psychological
research on current issues, and contribute to
solving fundamental problems in psychological
science. The best works will be presented in the
next issue.
