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In the current issue of the scientific journal, the pro-
posed works are classified into five sections: “General
psychology; personality psychology”, “Pedagogical
and developmental psychology”, “Social psychology;
psychology of social work”, “Medical psychology”
and “Special psychology”.

Two articles were published in the section
“General psychology; personality psychology”.
The research of Anait Meloian, Renata Belozorova
and Alyona Shelepun was focused on the study
of perfectionism as a phenomenon of personality
development of a modern student; the semantic
psychological parameters ofthe outlined sample have
been determined. Individual-typological qualities
of persons with different levels of perfectionism
have been established, comparative analysis has
been carried out. Maryna Orap, Nataliia Akimova,
and Yaroslava Kalba explored the subjective well-
being and anxiety levels of Ukrainian youth during
the COVID-19 crisis. Researchers have found that
the well-being of Ukrainian youth is based on
subjective indicators of positive emotions and is less
dependent on criteria such as health, involvement
and achievement. It was found that during the first
month of quarantine, the level of state anxiety did not
affect the subjective well-being of the respondents.

One article was published in the section
"Pedagogical and developmental psychology".
Researchers Anzhelika Collie-Shamne
and Nataliia Tokareva presented the results of a study
of age and gender characteristics of the relationship
between emotional evaluation of promotional videos
and intelligence indicators of high school pupils
and students. Significant correlations between
emotional evaluation parameters and intelligence
parameters have been established. It was stated
that the most attractive for the respondents was
the video content with the participation of actors,
with a story line and elements of drama, with the use
of computer special effects.

The article of Olena Blynova and Kostiantyn
Kruhlov was published in the section “Social
Psychology; psychology of social work”, it examined
the subjective social well-being of employees with
different social status. Researchers have empirically
established and substantiated that respondents
with higher socio-economic status are aware of their
influence, ability to solve problems, the presence
of social ties, financial, economic, material and social
resources. Due to this, they feel their ability to
overcome difficult stressful situations, have positive
economic expectations, a high level of effective
social functioning. In contrast, employees with low

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socio-economic status mostly have unsatisfactory
emotional and social relationships, do not affect
their social environment, feel economic anxiety
about their financial capabilities and their future.

The section “Medical Psychology” is presented
by the research of Olena Veldbrekht, Olena
Bovdyr and Olesia Samkova. The researchers
revealed the diagnostic capabilities of the job
satisfaction questionnaire in individual counseling
and monitoring of organizational space on
the example of three teams of health professionals.
It has been established that job satisfaction differs
significantly from the conditions of activity in all
three teams. Itis stated that job satisfaction is the key
to building programs of social and psychological
support for employees, training activities
and organizational interventions.

Two works are presented in the section "Special
Psychology”. Olena Kiparenko and Margaryta
Kremenchutska offered the results of a study
of the formation of reading skills of schoolchildren,
due to their motor development. The influence
of motor development on the problems of mastering
reading skills has been determined. The authors
stated that neuropsychological diagnosis helps
to identify factors that affect the child's learning,
differentiate errors and build an effective
correctional program. In the second work in
the section Olena Vlasova and Victoria Shevchuk
investigated the integral personal and interpersonal
characteristics of parents who raise children with
complex developmental disorders. Personality
characteristics in the form of dominant-aggressive,
psychasthenic, extroverted, steno-introverted
personality dispositions, which together form
the marital subsystem, have been clarified. The
researchers established a natural, authoritarian,
constructive, phobic-indulgent, liberal-anxious
educational systems that form a child-parent
subsystem in the factor model of personal
and interpersonal characteristics of parents.

The editorial board invites everyone who
appreciates the psychological scientific dimension
to participate in an open international discussion
on the pages of our scientific journal.
